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Resumen

El campo de la literatura ha sido para Freud, y alin mas para Lacan, una dimensidn privilegiada para problematizar, tensar y esclarecer algunas nociones
fundamentales para el Psicoandlisis. Es tal laimportancia que le supone Jaques Lacan, que los escritos que iluminan su primera y su Ultima ensefianza, tienen
como puerta de ingreso una referencia directa al campo de las letras.Con ese antecedente, hace cuatro afios se conformd un espacio de trabajo en el marco del
programa de extensién Psicoandlisis y discursos contemporédneos de la Maestria en Teorfa Psicoanalitica Lacaniana de la UNC y se propuso como objetivo
general reflexionar sobre la interseccion entre el Psicoandlisis y la Literatura, a partir de autores que de algiin u otro modo evidencien alguna relacién con el
Psicoanalisis. Asi mismo consideramos un sesgo fundamental para tal iniciativa, que la extension universitaria serfa un espacio simbdlico apropiado para ello.
Asi pasé Joyce, Poe, Barthes, Duras...y estd pasando Carroll. nos proponemos aqui presentar algunos saldos de saber que dichas experiencias de trabajo nos
legaron, y algunas que estamos elaborando.Entonces, el objetivo general de la mesa serd indagar nticleos conceptuales que permitan articular el campo del
Psicoanalisis con el de la Literatura, y viceversa, a partir de los desarrollos que el espacio viene elaborando hace 4 afios. Para ello, tomaremos tres objetivos
especificos, que de algtin uotro modo, los disertantes van a desplegar. Comparar los aportes de Lacan y de Barthes en torno ala categoria de lectura subversiva;
visibilizar laactualidad del Homenaje a Lewis Carroll pronunciado por Lacan en 1966 y finalmente desplegar lanocién de sin-sentido y su relacién al juego a partir

delaobraAliciaen el pais delamaravillas y Aliciaa través del espejo.
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Abstract

The field of literature has been for Freud, and even more for Lacan, a privileged dimension to problematize, tighten and clarify some fundamental notions for
Psychoanalysis. Suchis theimportance that Jaques Lacan supposes, that the writings that illuminate his first and last teaching, have asan entrance doora direct
reference to the field of letters.nWith this background, four years ago a work space was created within the framework of the extension program
Psychoanalysis and Contemporary Discourses of the Master\'s Degree in Lacanian Psychoanalytical Theory of the UNC and it was proposed as a general
objective to reflect on the intersection between Psychoanalysis and Literature, starting from authors that in one way or another evidence some relationship
with Psychoanalysis. Likewise, we consider a fundamental bias for such initiative, that the university extension would be an appropriate symbolic space for it.
That\'show Joyce, Poe, Barthes, Duras...and Carroll are passing by. We propose here to present some balances of knowing that these experiences of work were
bequeathedto us,and some that we are elaborating.nThen, the general objective of the table will be to investigate conceptual cores that allow to articulate the
field of Psychoanalysis with that of Literature, from the developments that the space has been elaborating for 4 years. To this end, we will take three specific
objectives, which in one way or another, the speakers will deploy. To compare Lacan\'s and Barthes\'s contributions to the category of subversive reading; to
make visible the relevance of Lacan\'s 1966 Homage to Lewis Carroll; and finally to unfold the notion of nonsense and its relation to the game, based on the work

Alicein Wonderland and Alice through the Looking Glass.
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
